Hello fellow residents. Thank you for
taking the time to read this article. The
purpose of this article has always been
to help inform you of the recent actions
of our Board of Supervisors as well as
activities that we have either held or are
planning to schedule. I thought it would
be good to take some time in this article
to cover some items that many or most
of you are aware of, but some of you
may not know.

[ was recently told by one of our
supervisors that he was in the company of
a long-time resident that was infuriated
by our high taxes and wanted to know
how the “five” council members could
vote for such increases. Well. .. first off,
we do not have a township real estate tax.
We are the only municipality in Delaware
County that does not have a real estate
tax. We derive the majority of our income
from two primary sources, first is the
Earned Income Tax. We receive ¥2 of

1% of your income and the West Chester
Area School District receives the other 2
of 1%. Second is the Real Estate Transfer
Tax. When residents sell/buy their home,
there is a 2% PA deed transfer tax. Of
that 2% tax, 1% is again split between
Thornbury Township and the West
Chester Area School District.

To clear up another area of question is
the local representation of Supervisors.
There are three (3) Supervisors who
lead our township. They run “at large”
meaning that there is no division or

: « . » .
assignment of precincts” to a partlcular
elected official.

Each of our supervisors is elected to a
six-year term, and those terms are
staggered so that there are never two
supervisors running at the same time.
The Board of Supervisors re-organizes
each year by electing a Chair and Vice
Chair. This year JP Kelly will return in
his second year as the Chair of the Board
of Supervisors, and Sheri Perkins returns
as the Vice Chair. Together we look
forward to a great year.

CREEK FRIENDLY YARD
CARE - WINTER TIPS

Even though it is winter there are still
some things that can be done to your
yard which will help reduce the need for
pesticides next growing season.

¢ Spray Dormant Oil on bark surfaces of
disease and pest prone ornamental trees
and shrubs. Dormant oil is non-toxic and
works to kill overwintering insect eggs
and fungal spores. Spray this heavy oil
before leaves or buds appear and when
temperatures are above 40 degrees.
Check product label for a list of plants
that are sensitive, such as azaleas. Also
do not spray on blue needled conifers
such as blue spruce.

¢ Spray a Leaf Protectant, such as
Wilt-pruf, to hollies, rhododendrons,
and other broadleaf evergreen plants
to protect against winter moisture loss.
Spray early in the winter season when
temperature is above freezing.

¢ Late Winter (l.e. March) Overseeding
of Lawns and seeding of bare spots
is a good time to begin to increase
turf before weed seeds have time to
germinate.

Comprehensive Plan

REAL ID DEADLINE EXTENDED AGAIN

May 3, 2023 was the
deadline for enforcement
of the REAL ID
requirement however
the U.S. Department

of Homeland Security
(DHS) just announced

in December that they
moved the deadline to
May 7, 2025. What is to
blame for this most recent
extension? COVID-19 of

course. The residual effects
of the pandemic on the
state agencies issuing
REAL IDs are the cause.
The same rules apply.

After the May 2025
deadline travelers within
the United States, 18 and
older on commercial flights
must have a REAL ID
compliant drivers license or
state photo ID card.

Real ID will also be
required to enter some
federal facilities. So

far about 52% of state
issued drivers licenses
and ID cards are REAL
ID compliant. *NOTE: PA
DOT recently increased
the cost of the PA driver’s
license or photo ID
photograph from $9.50
to $15.50.
